Nervous but prepared, the participants faced their 
fears, and we conducted our lesson based on the 
key element of patience.  Quoted from one of the 
learning students: òWhat is thatò, when she was 
referring to the mouse.  We then moved to 
explaining simple search engines and setting up 
email accounts for everyone. Although some of 
the tasks were repetitive, the satisfaction that was 
received from the patience was priceless.  One of 
the women was extremely grateful, farewelling us 
with a large grin on her face and a kiss on my 
cheek.  In our tartan skirts, white shirts, woollen 
jumpers and golden badges, our mission was 
successful and we were well on our way and 
proud of being able to give something back to our 
community.

Digital Education Revolution Update  

 
The revolution arrives at our doorstep on Monday 
7 September! On that day, laptops will arrive for 
issuing to every Year 9 student at our school and 
in the BHIEC. This is a massive undertaking by 
the Commonwealth Government and many hours 
of consultation, planning and training have already 
occurred to ready us for this exciting 
transformation of the teaching/learning landscape. 
From this year, and for the next 3 years, each 
Year 9 cohort will receive a laptop such that, by 
2012, every student from Year 9 to Year 12 will 
have access to their own 21st Century learning 
device. 
 
Parents will have a crucial support role in ensuring 
our students care for and use their laptop 
appropriately. The school has planned a series of 
informative workshops for parents to provide all 
the necessary information. Times have been 
spread over two days to try to accommodate 
family and work commitments. Proposed dates 
and times are: 

 Wednesday 9 September 7 ï 8 pm 

 Thursday 10 September 3.30 ï 4.30pm 

 Thursday 10 September 7 ï 8pm 

 
Each Year 9 student AND a parent/caregiver must 
attend ONE of the workshops to enable the laptop 
to be assigned to the student (serial number 
recorded, user charter to be signed) and for 
parents to learn of their legal and other 
responsibilities with regard to their daughterôs 
laptop. A letter of invitation for parents/caregivers 
of Year 9 students will be issued in the week 
preceding these meetings whereby parents 
indicate which workshop they will be attending.  

 
Over the last school holidays, major infrastructure 
was completed to allow for wireless internet 
access for use with the laptops. In Phase 1 of this 
work, 14 sites have been established around the 
school where laptops can access the internet 
through wireless connection. In Phase 2, to be 
completed by the end of this year, ALL learning 
spaces at our school will be capable of accessing 
the internet through wireless technology.  
 
When combined with the increasing use of data 
projectors, interactive whiteboards (now 7 installed 
across the school) and video conferencing 
facilities, the scope for innovative teaching and 
learning is greatly enhanced.  

 

New School Leaving Age  

 
The NSW government has passed legislation that 
has increased the leaving age of students in NSW 
to at least age 17. Previously the age at which 
students could legally be considered to have 
completed school was 15 years. A parent 
information sheet is included in this newsletter.  
 
While the increase of 2 years on the minimum 
leaving age of students may seem to have little 
consequence for schools, there are, in fact, a lot of 
implications. The onus will be on schools to deliver 
flexible curriculum options that engage and retain 
students and that will allow for additional 
credentialing to the existing HSC. In many ways 
though, our school is a specialist in such initiatives 
as our junior curriculum model (UVISS) has inbuilt 
flexibility and a great scope for developing 
individualised patterns of study for students. 
Already, a working party has begun looking at 
innovative curriculum packages for our senior 
students of 2010 and beyond. We will continue to 
work in an engaging, productive and informative 
partnership with our students and their families so 
that they successfully negotiate curriculum 
choices that lead to further education or training or 
full-time employment.

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 Attendance  

Students in Years 7, 8, 9 and 11 are required to 
attend school until the final day of Term 4ð
Wednesday 16th December 2009. Prior to this 
date, programs for students in all Years are based 
upon the achievement of outcomes as appropriate 
to curriculum and syllabus requirements. 
For the award of a School Certificate, Year 10 
students are required to attend school until the 

completion of the School Certificate tests which 
will take place as  follows: 

Monday 16 NovemberðEnglish-literacy and 
Science tests. 
Tuesday 17 NovemberðMathematics and 
Australian History, Geography, Civics and 
Citizenship tests. 
Wednesday 18 to Friday 20 Novemberð
Computing Skills test. 
Year 10 students, who can demonstrate that they 
are leaving school to enter into continuing 
employment and will not be returning to take up 
study in Year 11 in 2010, are able to leave after 
the completion of the Computing Skills test, 
provided they have completed all their clearance 
obligations with the school. 
Year 10 students intending to continue at school in 
2009, studying the Preliminary and Higher School 
Certificate, are to attend school until the final 
day of Term 4. 
Temporary vacation work for Year 10 students 
should be discouraged until the release of the 
School Certificate documents. 
As of January 2010, NSW will have a new school 
leaving age.  From 2010, all NSW students must 
complete Year 10.  After Year 10 and until the age 
of 17 all students must be either in school or in 
approved education or in full-time paid 
employment or a combination of these.  This 
applies to students who complete Year 10 in 2009 
and subsequent years.

CYBER -BULLYING  

 
Cyber-Bullying affects at least 22% of Aussie 
Kids. It can be 24/7, relentless, compacted by 
an audience reading it over and over again. 
But cyber-bullying isnôt the problem. The lack 
of knowledge on how to prevent and resolve it 
is. 
The following may help: 
For Young People: Keep in mind, it is never your 
fault, and sometimes people donôt really mean 
what they say. Donôt let the emotion of the 
moment guide your actions, step back, think for a 
while, work through the steps below to resolve the 
situation so you can use the computer happily 
again. Finally, if you see someone else being 
bullied online, donôt be a silent bystander, but 
report the abuse yourself (but donôt intervene in 
the argument), and you may well save a life. 
For Adults: Do not overreact or punish a child if 
they experience cyber-bullying. 78% of kids are 
worried if they tell an adult; they will be 

disconnected from the computer, thus prohibiting 
them from admitting it. Kids also worry that itôll 
complicate the situation, by having worried adults 
adding to the trauma and kids often think adults 
mightnôt be able to help. So firstly, donôt appear to 
be bothered (even if you are), and donôt 
disconnect a child. Let them know this. Let them 
know they havenôt done anything wrong, and youôll 
talk to them about it, and work through the steps 
below to peacefully resolve the issue so they can 
use the computer happily again. 
To preventðTips: 

 Be extra sensitive about what you say online 
(what you project may be perceived 
differently) 

 Donôt incite any bullying, by arguing, inflaming 
or annoying someone 

 Donôt Share Passwords with friendsðthey fight! 
 Make hard-to-guess secret questions so people 
canôt get into your accounts. 

 Turn on comment moderation to stop offensive 
comments from ever being published 

 Tell your friends if a joke goes too far 
 Ask them to stop harassing you, and if they 
donôt, read oné 

To Resolveð5 Steps: 
Donôt respond to the bully AT ALL (it will make it 
worse) 
Save the evidence, whether it is text, images or 
websites (instructions below) 
Block and Delete the bullying from the service 
(Instructions below) 
Report Abuse to the Administrators of the service 
(Instructions below) 
Tell trusted people, which may be friends, adults, 
teachers, parents and police if necessaryðas it is 
a criminal offence. 
Saving the evident: evidence 
Make a folder on your computer to save all 
evidence in. 
To save text highlight it (press Ctrl-A or Apple-A 
on Macs to highlight to all), and copy it into a word 
document. 
To take a screenshot, (a picture of your computer 
screen) press the print screen button (above the 
arrow keys, top right of the keyboard), then go into 
the start menu, programs, accessories, paint, 
press Ctrl-V (copy), and click file and save. You 
can press apple-shift-3 to save a screenshot to the 
desktop on Macs 
To save an image on a webpage right click on it 
(or control-click on Macs) and select ósave imageô. 
To save a YouTube video or other online video, 
visit this websiteðhttp://vixy.net/ post the óweb 
addressô of the video into the óURLô box, and then 
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clock start. It will convert the video into the .avi file 
type that can play on Windows and Macs, and 
then let you download the video onto your 
computer. 
Blocking, Deleting and Reporting Abuse to the 
Administrator. 
MSNðLog in, right click on contact in your contact 
list and select ódeleteô. When the dialogue box 
pops up, select óblockô as well and click ok. Click 
the óhelpô menu, and click óreport abuseô - Type 
your name, email in the bullies emailðwhat type 
of abuse, and then paste the evidence in boxð
they will take the appropriate action, possibly 
delete the offenders account. You should also turn 
message history on the ensure the evidence is 
recorded. To do this, click ótoolsô, óoptionsô, 
ómessagesô and tick the box that says 
óautomatically keep a history of my conversationsô. 
If you want to you can download messenger plus 
hereðlink-which has a function of recording your 
message history with password security. 
MySpace-Log in, click óview friendsô, click óedit 
friendsô-delete the bullies-then visit their profile-
and click óblock useô. Make your profile private by 
clicking óaccounts settingô and óprivacyô then select 
ómy friends onlyô and save. Visit the bullies' profile, 
scroll down to the bottom and click óreport abuseô 
and select the type of abuse. Put in your name, 
email, and list the offending evidence and provide 
likes and slick submit. 
Facebookï Log in, click friends, and click óremove 
friendô to delete the bully. To report abuse, click 
óhelpô down the bottom, click óprivacy and securityô 
and click óhow do I report abuseô then click to 
report it. Provide name and network of the 
offender, the evidence and provide links and send. 
For individual wall postings or message there will 
be a little óreport abuseô button o them for you to 
use. 
Bebo-Login, click óhomeô, click ófriendsô, click the 
cross button on the offender to delete the bully. 
Now visit the offenderôs profile, and click óblockô 
and click óreport abuseô, then click óreport abuse 
onlyô,  Make your profile private by click on 
óprofileô, óedit profileô and then untick the box that 
says ómake my profile publicô. 
YouTube-you need an account, to get one visit 
http://youtube.com/- and click ósigh upô up the top 
right, and register. Login to your account, when 
watching any video click the óflagô button, which 
will give you an option of selecting why you want 
to report it, and for cases of cyber-bullying, hover 
over óhateful or abusive contentô and click on it, 
and then click flag. An alert will be sent to the 
YouTube admins and they will look into it. 

Email-Right click on message, click ó view sourceô 
and copy it into word document. Block the 
offender address. 
 
 
Notify you Internet Service Provider, Notify the 
offenders ISP. 
Games ïRunescape, click the report abuse button 
down the bottom right. For others, Google search 
the games name and report abuse. Eg Runescape 
report abuse. 
  
Mobiles-Go into the setting and select block 
callerðput the bullyôs number in. Contact your 
service provider, report it to them. Contact the 
offenderôs service provider (if known) and report it. 
Random websites/forumsï Click contact admin 
button, sent them an email or message and most 
likely they will take action against the bully user. 
For services/websiteôs youôre not sure about, try 
emailing it to abuse@thesebsire.com or 
admin@the website.com Eg for Facebook-
abuse@facebook.com 
Finally, call your local police if you need more 
help.

At the end of Term 2, sixteen students from the 
Universities of Sydney and Wollongong visited 
Beverly Hills Girls High School. They observed 
excellent teaching and learning strategies as well 
as visiting either the Intensive English Centre.
