Accountability without 

league tables  

 
I recently attended a rally with a difference. The rally was jointly 
organised by the NSW Parents and Citizens Association (P&C), 
the NSW Teachers Federation and other peak education bodies. 
What was so different about this rally was that individuals and 
groups such as the Liberal Party, the Greens Party, the Catholic 
Education Commission, the Independent Teachers Association,

After all, data without a context is just data. No valid 
conclusions or inferences can be made without fully 
understanding the contextual framework from which the data is 
taken. 
 
On the issue of accountability of schools though, some points 
need to be made, at least about NSW public schools: 

1. All NSW public schools are mandated to have 

developed a 3-year School Plan that addresses areas of 

development and improvement identified through 

data. This plan is ratified after discussion with senior 

education leaders such as School Education Directors; 

2. All NSW public schools publish an Annual School 

Report, within which, tables or graphs that indicate the 

performance of the school on external testing 

(NAPLAN, HSC, School Certificate) must be included. 

The tables/graphs are provided by DET and are 

consistent in format for all schools so that parents and 

school communities can glean relevant information.  At 

this school, this data is also made available to a 

meeting of the P&C and discussed, including 

responding to questions of interest from parents as 

they are taken through the analysis; 

3. All NSW public schools work on an annual evaluation 

cycle where target areas for improvement are 

developed. These are also published in the Annual 

School Report; 

4. Parents have input into the planning, analysis of 

programs and decision making of schools through their 

participation in P&C and School Councils. After P&C or 

School Council meetings there are invariably issues that 

need follow-up by the Principal such that our parents 

are working with the school in informed and productive 

relationships.  

 

I have no objection to any of the points above. Indeed, I 
welcome the opportunity to discuss our school and its successes 
or areas for development with any interested parent or 
community member. We readily and willingly comply with DET 
protocols for reporting on the strengths and areas for 
development of our school. I know that almost all Principals

The Great Engineering 

Challenge  2009  

The Great Engineering Challenge was an enjoyable day of 
hands-on activities for four of our students in year 10, Selina 
Hijazi, Tasha Dal Bianco, Allysa Lim and Milena Mraovic. 
Together with Mr Roberts, the students travelled by public 
transport to the Round House at University of New South 
Wales. 
The day consisted of a number of exciting real-life challenges 
and guest speakers with a wealth of knowledge. The students 
were encouraged to apply a lateral thinking approach to solving 
the challenges.  They worked as teams and competed against 
other schools. 
The challenges were; 

The RTA Crash Barrier Challenge : A new 

type of barrier had to be designed by our team, which can be

assessed on the final location of the vehicle and barrier after 
impact (did it stop the vehicle effectively?), weight of the 

device (lighter devices allow easier handling) and size of the 
device (smaller devices take up less room on the truck). 
 

The UNSW  Wind Turbine Challenge:  Our 
team was required to construct a prototype for a small 
horizontal axis wind turbine rotor, made from basic and widely 
available materials, in order to provide small scale electrical 
power for isolated communities. The performance of the rotor 
was evaluated, both for safety and efficiency. 

 

Bridge Construction:  Our team had to design a 
bridge capable of being largely supported from just one 
mounting end (i.e. a cantilever), made from 100 prefabricated 
paddle pop sticks, Spaghetti and Bluetac. The design was 
tested by pumping water to the unsupported end of the 
bridge until it failed, and the best design was based on both 
the beam length and the load capacity. A local steel 
fabrication industry is able to provide quantities of standard 
bridge.  
Our girls accredited themselves with successful designs for all 
three challenges. Although not winners on the day, it is 
interesting to note that the winning team and runner-up came 
from girls schools.
