The focus of the project will 
be supported by NASA as 
students mentor primary 
school students to examine 
the possibility of past or 
present life on the planet 
Mars. The project to aims to 
use Bioastronomy to examine 
the rock samples from Mars, 
provided by NASA. Students 

will act as peer tutors to 
engage students from local 
primary schools in a 
complimentary curriculum 
visit involving the 
construction and 
programming of a model 
ôMartian Roverõ. 

This unique opportunity will 
allow the students to work 
with teaching associates from 
the SET Institute, the Mars 
Society Australia, the ICT 
Innovations Centre, and The 
Australian Centre for 
Astrobiology and the

Sydney. The activities have 
been designed to be 
integrated into the Maths, 
Science and Technology units 
of Year 8. 

This is a truly wonderful 
experience for the students 
to have ôhands onõ lessons 
and also the construction and 
programming of a model 
robotic Martian Rover.
